The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on June 11, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. with Larck, Knott and Erickson present.  Evert and Atkinson were absent.  Kelvin Mack and Tom Klabunde of Moore Engineering were also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Knott and second by Erickson to approve May minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $85.83; Inter-Community Telephone - $49.59; Farm Plan - $154.81; Payroll Taxes - $169.00; Otter Tail Power Co. - $670.59;  New Century Press - $63.36; M&M Grocery - $3.14; Wal-Mart - $95.52; Menards - $34.59; Post Office - $45.00; Sears - $16.99; Mac’s Hardware - $10.43; Grainger - $89.94; Ohnstad Twichell - $375.00; Gompf Displays - $471.60.   WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,243.33;  City of Fargo - $104.00; Payroll Taxes - $513.76;  Otter Tail Power Co. – $106.68; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,873.13.
Motion by Knott and second by Erickson to approve Auditor’s report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Tom Klabunde of Moore Engineering gave a report on the progress of the Sewer Rehabilitation Project. After inspecting the work done on Argus Avenue it was determined that there is a low spot in the curb and gutter on the east side.  Moore Engineering will be requesting that the contractor return to fix this.  Also, the alley on west side of Argus needs some gravel and there is a yard area that needs some black dirt.  The contractor will also be asked to take care of this.  The Lagoon work is done except for seeding and the gate valve needed between two cells.  It is not sure when the re-lining company will begin their work.
Klabunde presented the following two bills for their approval:

1) Northern Excavating - $62, 599.10.  Ten percent is still being retained until all work is completed, inspected and approved.

2) Moore Engineering - $5,860.00

Motion by Knott and second by Erickson to approve payment of $62,599.10 to Northern Excavating and $5,860.00 to Moore Engineering.  Motion carried unanimously.
Larck stated that we still have not received a report from the Moore Engineering building inspector regarding the building on Morton Avenue.  Klabunde stated he would talk to him and see if there is anything else he needs in order to get this to us as soon as possible.

Election Day is tomorrow.  The Organizational Meeting of the Page City Council will be held Tuesday, June 26, 2012 at 6 pm at the Page City Auditorium.

Page Community Days will be held this coming weekend.  Mosquito spraying was discussed but was decided it was unnecessary at this time.  Mosquito count is quite low yet.

The 2011 Drinking Water Quality Report was reviewed.  A notice was placed in the paper that the report is available for review by any interested party by contacting the City Auditor.  It can also be found on the City website at www.pagend.com.  Copies are also available at Quality Bank, Elm River Credit Union, M & M Grocery and the Page Post Office.

Judy Johnson and Kelvin Mack met earlier this week with Rod Stroh of the North Dakota Rural Water Association to develop an Emergency Response Plan and a Vulnerability Assessment for the Wastewater System.  These items are required by Rural Development due to the grant and loan the City received through them for the 
Sewer Project.  The drafts were reviewed by the Council.  Motion by Knott and second by Erickson to approved 
both the Emergency Response Plan and Vulnerability Assessment to be signed and returned to Rod Stroh for finalization.  Motion carried unanimously.

On May 15, 2012, the Department of Health conducted a routine inspection/sanitary survey of our water and wastewater system.  Two defects were noted as follows:  The wastewater stabilization pond fence is inadequate and vegetation is not controlled in the wastewater stabilization ponds.  These defects will be corrected as soon as possible.  

Knott updated the Council on the construction work being done by the Elevator on the west side of town.  Additional improvements to Young Avenue were also discussed.  Knott stated to build up the street to adequate use would cost around $50,000.  This discussion was tabled until the next council meeting.  The addition of a fire hydrant near one of the new buildings being constructed was also discussed.  The Council agreed this should be done and gave permission to the Elevator to bring this off the main water line.  The hydrant will be metered for their use.
Lake Agassiz is ready to close the Water Tower Rehabilitation Project and has placed a notice in the Cass County Reporter announcing that the City of Page will hold a public hearing on Monday, July 9, 2012 at 6 pm to receive comments and respond to questions concerning the City’s Community Development Block Grant for the water tower rehabilitation project.  

The auditor was instructed that a letter should be sent to a resident regarding burning of garbage in backyard and another letter to a resident regarding the leash law concerning his dog.

Past due water bills were discussed and past due notices will be sent out.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular council meeting will be Monday, July 9, 2012, at 6:00 pm.
