The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on June 12, 2017 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Heidorn, Erickson, Bankers and Nitschke present.  Justin Hall of Moore Engineering, Paul Kalibabky of Waste Management, Deputy Mortenson and one other guest were also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Erickson and second by Nitschke to approve the May minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $97.73; Waste Management (Park) - $92.23; Inter-Community Telephone - $52.57; John Deere Financial - $358.13; Payroll Taxes - $87.71; Otter Tail Power Co. - $816.98; Teresa Heidorn (Labor) - $336.00; Cass County Reporter - $102.96; Sarah’s M&M Grocery - $11.08; ERCU Visa - $632.10.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,315.80; Otter Tail Power Company – $192.12; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,642.55; Jim Heidorn (City Maintenance) - $1,437.75; Payroll Taxes - $109.99; City of Fargo - $14.00; ND One Call - $12.00; Arthur Companies - $263.25; ERCU Visa - $23.95.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

The following items were discussed:
1) Deputy Mortenson presented his May report. There were 5 calls for service.
2) Justin Hall of Moore Engineering gave an update on the current Street Improvement Project and the Water & Sewer Improvement Project.  The concrete subcontractor has had to return to redo some defective work done on some curb and gutters.  These were not done up to the specs provided by Moore Engineering so are redoing at their own expense.  The final asphalt patching is being done and the milling and overlay will start after Page Community Days.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Nitschke to approve Contractors Payment #3 in the amount of $426,006.27.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Nitschke and second by Bankers to approve payment to Ohnstad Twichell in the amount of $6,669.50.  Motion carried unanimously.  The Street Special Assessment Commission will be meeting for the second time on June 21st.  If everything is finalized at that time, the specials for each parcel will be published in the paper and the Public Hearing will be held shortly after.  
3) The Auditor reminded the Council that Page Community Days is coming up this weekend.

4) An email was received from Aaron Johnson of Fargo Cass Public Health with copies of Public Health nuisance letters that were mailed out on June 9th.

5) Arnie Bankers was present at the meeting to present a petition to vacate the alley that runs east/west in Block 5.  The Auditor stated that the petition is in proper form and contains requisite signatures.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to adopt a Resolution to vacate said alley.  Motion carried unanimously.  A Notice of Hearing will be published in the Cass County Reporter for four weeks and a Public Hearing scheduled to hear any objections to said vacate of alley.
6) Paul Kalibabky of Waste Management was present at the Council Meeting to give the Council information on recycling.  If the majority of residents would like this service, the cost would be approximately $4.95 per month.  An additional container would be delivered to each resident for the purpose of disposing of items to be recycled.  This would be collected once a month.  The Council stated that they would consider this option, but would also like to look at other garbage collection companies and compare rates.

7) It was stated that Nitschke has put in considerable time in cleaning the Auditorium.  It was suggested she turn in her time for payment for this work.

8) Correspondence was reviewed.  No action taken.

9) Heidorn stated that he needed to purchase a Dewalt Drill to have at the shop.  Council approved.

10) Past due water and sewer bills were reviewed.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, July 10, 2017 at 7:00 a.m.
