The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on March 13, 2017 at 7:00 a.m. with Knott, Heidorn, Erickson and Bankers present.  Larck was absent.   Council President Knott opened the meeting.  Deputy Justin Mortenson was also present at the meeting.  He introduced himself to the Council and stated that he would now be our liaison with the Sheriff’s Department.  He also presented a report for the previous month.  There were 5 calls for service.
Motion by Erickson and second by Bankers to approve the February minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $97.55; Inter-Community Telephone - $52.50; John Deere Financial - $204.94; Payroll Taxes - $80.32; Otter Tail Power Co. - $1,041.61; Sarah’s M&M Grocery - $25.76; Workforce Safety & Insurance - $152.76; Cass County Reporter - $219.12.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,315.80;  Otter Tail Power Company – $376.27; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,458.28; Jim Heidorn (City Maintenance) - $647.88;  Payroll Taxes - $49.56; Post Office - $23.75; Sarah’s M&M Grocery - $4.99.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

The following items were discussed:
1.  The vacancy on the Council will be effective after the March meeting as Justin Knott will be moving at that time.  The Council was urged to talk with residents to see who would be interested in filling this vacancy until the next election.  
2. Bankers presented the minutes of the Park Board Meeting held March 7th for the Council’s review.  The water will be turned on at the Park on April 15th.  A Park Clean up weekend is being planned.
3. The City Spring Clean Up Week is scheduled for May 11 through May 18.

4. The Dumpster at the Park will be put back into service on May 1st.

5. A resident presented a complaint regarding the condition of their yard stating that after the construction last fall it was not filled in properly so is now very deep with mud, etc.  It was stated that the residents have been parking in this area since the weather has gotten warm and has deepened the ruts.  They were advised to stay off the grounds until it dried up or froze again.  The Council will investigate the situation.

6. The Tax Equalization Meeting will be held Monday, April 10 at 8:00 am following the regular City Council meeting.

7. The Auditor asked if the City Dumpground needed to be burned soon.  Erickson stated he would get it ready soon.  A Burn permit will be requested from the State.

8. The following gaming permits were approved:

Hope-Page Junior Class – Bingo

Our Savior Lutheran Sunday School – Quilt Raffle

Page Fire Department – Bingo/Smoker

9. Bankers stated that a few residents have wondered if some alleys would be taken care of during the street repairs.  Gravel will be ordered and alleys will be repaired and maintained as needed.

10. Heidorn stated that he had discussed recycling with a representative of Waste Management.  More information will be obtained on this and discussed at a later meeting.

11. Past due water bills were reviewed.   Three past due notices and seven disconnect notices will be sent out on March 14th.  A resident asked if they would be receiving a credit on their water bill for having a plumber clean out their sewer line.  It was stated that it is a resident’s responsibility for cleaning out the sewer line on their property.   The City did have the sewer line in the Street flushed at that location by Jet Way. 

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, April 10, 2017 at 7:00 a.m.
