The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on May 14, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. with Larck, Atkinson and Evert present.  Erickson and Knott were absent.  Kelvin Mack and Tom Klabunde of Moore Engineering were also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Evert and second by Atkinson to approve April minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $85.83; Inter-Community Telephone - $49.59; Farm Plan - $335.05; Payroll Taxes - $169.00; Otter Tail Power Co. - $710.81;  New Century Press - $215.36; Garden Hut - $81.99; M&M Grocery - $7.68; Menards - $44.82; Motion Industries - $58.69.   WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,243.33;  City of Fargo - $104.00; Payroll Taxes - $513.76;  Otter Tail Power Co. – $130.57; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,861.88;  ND One Call - $8.70; Training Expenses - $276.60; Post Office - $54.00; Ferguson Water Works - $177.28.
Motion by Atkinson and second by Evert to approve Auditor’s report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Tom Klabunde of Moore Engineering gave a report on the progress of the Sewer Rehabilitation Project.  The underground work is completed.  Work will begin on the Lagoon.  The following change orders are recommended by Moore Engineering:
1)  Remove existing sanitary sewer valve and repair damaged pipe that was discovered buried beneath asphalt street.  8” Main installed. Estimate $1,695.00
2) Replace nonfunctioning 12” gate valve on transfer piping between lagoon cells #2 and #3.  Reconstruct existing lagoon cell dike.  Estimate - $7,950.00.

Motion by Evert and second by Atkinson to approve both change orders.  Motion carried unanimously.

Klabunde presented a partial payment request for approval.  A bill from Northern Excavating in the amount of $24,950 was presented.  Of this amount, 10% will be withheld.  Payment will be in the amount of $22,455.00.  Motion by Atkinson and second by Evert to pay the $22,455 to Northern Excavating.  Motion carried unanimously.  Larck stated that he had some concerns about the grading on Argus Avenue where new manhole was put in.  Klabunde will inspect this to see if it needs to be redone.  An invoice from Moore Engineering in the amount of $2,640 was also presented for payment.  Motion by Evert and second by Atkinson to pay this invoice.  Motion carried unanimously.
The lagoon needs to be dumped so work can be done on the gate valve.  We will check with the State on getting approval for this.  There will be a Water and Wastewater Inspection being done tomorrow so we can also check with the Inspector if this can be done soon.

Larck gave an update on the building condemnation.  The inspection report should be in the attorney’s office this week so we will hopefully have more to report soon on this project.

City Clean-up Week is going on this week.  Two roll-off dumpsters are located behind the City Auditorium.  These dumpsters are nearly full so the Auditor will be calling to have them removed at the end of the week.

Discussion was held on the designation of the official city newspaper.  Motion by Evert and second by Atkinson to designate the Cass County Reporter as the official city newspaper.  Motion carried unanimously.
Page Community Days is June 15, 16 and 17th.  The center line down Morton Avenue will be painted soon.  Some concerns were expressed about the mowing down in the park area.  Atkinson will talk to the person mowing the park and show which areas need to addressed.  These areas were not shown to him earlier.  

An inventory was down on banners and brackets and new ones will be ordered.  New United States Flags have been ordered and received.

Discussion of the vacating of the alley behind the funeral home was tabled as all appropriate paperwork has not been submitted as yet.

Election Day is Tuesday, June 12th.

Atkinson stated that the City is in need of a new City Shop in order to get all equipment stored inside.  Work will begin on getting the area cleaned up around the City Shop area.  There will be a salvage person coming to pick up old appliances, etc.  It was decided to start getting some estimates on concrete work and building materials for a new shop.

Correspondence was reviewed.  Larck presented some material to the Council regarding Economic Development received from City Attorney John Shockley.  Larck stated the Council should review this material and discussion will be held at a later meeting.
Past due water bills were discussed and past due notices will be sent out on two accounts.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular council meeting will be Monday, June 11, 2012, at 6:00 pm.
