The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on May 8, 2017 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Heidorn, Erickson and Bankers present.  Justin Hall of Moore Engineering, Gordie Bolsta of Bituminous Paving, Deputy Mortenson, Natalie Nitschke and two other guests were also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Mayor Larck administered the Oath of Office to Natalie Nitschke and the City Council welcomed her to the Council.  Nitschke was nominated and appointed at the April City Council meeting to fill the seat vacated by Justin Knott until his term ends in June of 2018.  The Page City Auditorium will be Nitschke’s portfolio.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to approve the April minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $97.73; Waste Management (Park) - $92.57; Inter-Community Telephone - $52.57; John Deere Financial - $574.12; Payroll Taxes - $87.71; Otter Tail Power Co. - $918.47; Teresa Heidorn (Labor) - $96.00; Cass County Reporter - $111.36; ERCU Visa - $309.11.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,315.80; Otter Tail Power Company – $333.65; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,533.35; Jim Heidorn (City Maintenance) - $967.38; Payroll Taxes - $74.01; City of Fargo - $14.00; ERCU Visa - $24.45.  STREET IMPROVEMENT ACCOUNT:  Starion Bonds - $900.00.  PAGE PARK DISTRICT:  Menards - $909.32; Scheels - $85.99.  The Auditor was also authorized to pay ND One Call once the bill is received this month.  The invoice amount is estimated to be about $15.00.   Motion by Erickson and second by Bankers to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

The following items were discussed:
1) Deputy Mortenson presented his March and April reports. There were 6 calls for service in April and 7 calls in March. 

2) Justin Hall of Moore Engineering gave an update on the current Street Improvement Project and the Water & Sewer Improvement Project.  Work has begun on the streets with valley gutter replacement and patching.  Milling and overlay is expected to begin towards the end of June.  Any additional work requested by residents cannot be done unless a change order is made and approved.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to approve Contractor’s Application for Payment No. 2 in the amount of $60,385.95.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to approve Moore Engineering’s current Invoice in the amount of $5,015.95 and to pay Moore Engineering for services rendered to date in the amount of $192,990.16 as per latest statement.  Motion carried unanimously.
3) Hall also stated that it is time to schedule the Special Assessment Commission meeting. Moore Engineering along with Sarah Wear of Ohnstad Twichell will be working with the Commission.  The Auditor will coordinate with the members of the Commission to set a date for the initial meeting and will contact Justin Hall and Sarah Wear once a date is set.
4) Heidorn suggested that the Council should investigate other garbage services to see what rates and services are available before renewal of current contract with Waste Management.
5) The Auditor stated that the she has been contacted by the ND Cares organization welcoming the City of Page as a ND Cares community.

6) Aaron Johnson, Environmental Health Practitioner with Fargo Cass Public Health was present at the meeting to explain to the Council what can be done and what his role is in addressing public health nuisances in Cass County communities.  This is covered by North Dakota Century Code Chapter 23-35.  He will be conducting an inspection of the town and will be sending out letters to property owners that may have public health nuisances on their property that need to be addressed. 
7) The Auditor stated that she has been informed that there have been several resignations on the Page Manor Housing Board and they are looking for new members.  If the Council knows of anyone that would be interested in serving on this Board, please let Jessica Erickson, Manager of Page Manor Housing, know.
8) The Auditor also stated that Clean-up Week is scheduled to begin this week.  Two 30 yard roll-offs will be delivered on or about the 11th behind the auditorium and will be picked up on or about the 18th.

9) Motion by Bankers and second by Erickson to designate the Cass County Reporter as the City’s official newspaper.  Motion carried unanimously.
10) The 2016 Annual Drinking Water Quality Report was presented to the Council for their review.  Copies are made available at local businesses and is also on the City’s website for local water users to review.  Copies can also be requested from the City Auditor.
11) The City Auditor has also completed the 2016 Audit Report and it has been submitted to the North Dakota State Auditor’s Office for their approval.  Copies were made available to the Council for their review.
12) A local resident was present at the meeting to ask the Council for assistance in getting measurements of streets, alleys and lots surrounding his property if possible.  Any maps, etc., the Council has available will be provided.
13) Bankers stated that she has been approached about the number of trees being planted and their location.  If it is decided after inspecting that this may become a problem with where the trees are planted, they will moved to another location.
14) A request has been received from the Page Regional Airport Authority when submitting the City’s annual budget to the County to submit 2 mils for the Page Regional Airport Authority or the amount that 2 mils would generate.  This will be reviewed when the Budget is done in August.
15) Motion by Heidorn and second by Nitschke to authorize the City Auditor to execute the Contract for collection of City Sales, Use and Gross Receipts Taxes with the Office of the State Tax Commissioner.  Motion carried unanimously.

16) Motion by Erickson and second by Bankers authorizing the Mayor to contract with the ND Department of Health Laboratory Services Division for 2017 laboratory services.  Motion carried unanimously.

17) Past Due Water bills were reviewed.  Eleven past due notices and six disconnect notices to be sent out.
There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, June 12, 2017 at 7:00 a.m.
