The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on November 13, 2017 at 7:00 a.m. with Jim Heidorn, Julie Bankers, Arnie Bankers and Natalie Nitschke present.   Deputy Mortenson was also present.  Acting Mayor Heidorn opened the meeting.
Motion by J. Bankers and second by Nitschke to approve the October minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

Bankers to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  
The following items were discussed:
1) Justin Hall of Moore Engineering was not present at the meeting but he did email an agenda for items that need to be addressed.  The Street Improvement District No. 2016 project is on hold until next year when crack sealing and chip seal will be done.  Moore Engineering suggested that the date for the crack sealing and seal coat be extended from original date of June 2018 to the end of September 2018 as they have found in a similar project that about 30-35% more reflective cracking came through the asphalt overlay when done in the spring.  It would be a benefit to the City to extend out the timeframe to the end of September so we can now catch 90-95% of the reflective cracking versus 65-70% or less.  Motion by Nitschke and second by A Bankers to approve Change Order No. 1 to extend completion date for crack sealing to September 2018.  Motion carried unanimously. 
Hall stated in his email that all lien waivers for work to date have been received so the City may now approve Contractor’s Application for Payment No. 7.  Motion by J. Bankers and second by Nitschke to approve Contractor’s Payment No. 7 in the amount of $94,848.79.  Motion carried unanimously.
Motion by A. Bankers and second by Nitschke to approve Moore Engineering Invoice #17084 in the amount of $6,555.25.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by J. Bankers and second by A. Bankers to approve Ohnstad Twichell Invoice #152763 in the amount of $936.32 and Ohnstad Twichell Invoice #152768 in the amount of $484.80.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Nitschke and second by J. Bankers to approve the Clean Water State Revolving Fund questionnaire completed by Moore Engineering to remain on SRF Priority List.  Motion carried unanimously.

2) Garbage Service was discussed.  Mayor Heidorn, Council Member Julie Bankers and Auditor Judy Johnson met with Fraedrich Transport Inc. of Enderlin last week to discuss their rates for garbage service and recycling.  The rates would be somewhat less than what the City is paying now and the convenience of dealing with a company that is more local would be beneficial.  The Auditor had the contract with Waste Management reviewed by our attorney and it appears we are tied into this contract until the end of 2018.  It was decided to send a letter to Waste Management stating that we will not be renewing the Contract at the end of 2018 and ask if they would be agreeable to let us out of contract early.  
3) Insurance on new City Shop was discussed and it was decided to apply for replacement cost on the building and contents.  Plans for renovating old Ambulance garage in Auditorium to a City Office was also discussed.  Motion by Nitschke and second by J. Bankers to submit request for estimates to four local construction companies (Kainz, Ritter, Flaten and Warren).  Motion carried unanimously.  It is hoped to have estimates to review at January Council meeting and for work to be completed in March or perhaps April of 2018.
4) Deputy Mortensen gave his report.  There were 7 calls for service in October. He is also stated that he would no longer be our liaison with Sheriff’s department as he has become the contract deputy for Casselton and Mapleton.  Another deputy will be assigned to the City soon.  Parking on streets was also discussed.  Signs have been placed advising no parking on streets during this time to make sure streets can be cleaned properly during the winter months.
5) The first reading of Ordinance No. 2017-01 and Ordinance No. 2017-02 was done.  Change for the age in Article 5 of Ordinance No. 2017-02 regarding Curfew was discussed.  This will be changed from under age 17 to under age 16.  Second reading and the final adoption of these Ordinances will be held at the next City Council meeting.  Copies of the Ordinances are available from the City Auditor.

6) The Auditor stated that the refrigerator in the Auditorium is no longer functioning.  Motion by Bankers and second by Nitschke to have Auditor call for estimates on a refrigerator for the Auditorium and purchase one at a reasonable cost.  Motion carried unanimously.

Nitschke presented an inventory of tables, chairs, etc. in the Auditorium for the Council’s review and also requested that the kitchen key be added to the Auditorium key held by Page School.  This was approved by the Council.

7) Past due water and sewer bills were discussed.  One will be turned off today.
8) Zoning ordinances for home based businesses was discussed.  Ordinances will be reviewed and discussed at a later meeting.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, December 11, 2017 at 7:00 a.m.
