The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on November 14, 2016 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Heidorn, Knott and Bankers present.   Erickson was absent.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $95.38; Waste Management - $56.87; Inter-Community Telephone - $52.57; John Deere Financial - $1,410.72; Payroll Taxes - $80.32; Otter Tail Power Co. - $703.88; Galesburg Elevator - $261.56; ND League of Cities - $413.00; Ihry Insurance - $457.00; M&M Grocery - $13.37; Forum Communications - $174.96; Cass County Reporter - $176.00; ERCU Visa - $194.13; WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,278.82; Waste Management - $716.50 (clean up week);  City of Fargo - $14.00; Otter Tail Power Company – $80.86; Cass Rural Water Users - $1638.00; Jim Heidorn (City Maintenance) - $505.88; Payroll Taxes - $38.70; ND One Call - $1.00; ERCU Visa - $582.65.  Motion by Bankers and second by Knott to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

The following items were discussed:

1. The Council reviewed the Pre-Construction meeting minutes.  It is estimated that the Gate Valve part of the project should be completed in 4 to 5 days.
2. The Lift Station propane tank has been repaired.  The tank will be filled with propane and the bills for the propane and the repairs will be presented to the resident to submit to their insurance.
3. At a previous meeting it was agreed to donate $2,500 to the Page Community Club’s business sign project contingent on the lights being in working order.  The Community Club stated to the Auditor that these repairs are being worked on and are hoping to have lights soon.  Motion by Justin and second by Bankers to give the Community Club $1,250.00 at this time and the remaining $1,250.00 when sign is totally complete.  Motion carried with Knott and Bankers voting aye and Heidorn voting nay.  
4. A resolution has been prepared to fix the description in a Vacation of Alley dated November 30, 2016.  Motion by Bankers and second by Heidorn to approve the passage of this resolution.  Motion carried unanimously.
5.  Heidorn stated that there have been problems with the compost pile attracting rats and snakes and perhaps another alternative should be looked for.  This will be discussed further at a later meeting.

6.  CLM will continue to be used for additional snow removal when needed.

7.  Past due water bills were discussed.  3 past due notices and 11 disconnect notices will be sent out November 15th.

8. Knott announced that he will have to resign from the City Council once he moves out of town in March.
