The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on October 12, 2015 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Knott and Heidorn present.  Dahl and Erickson were absent.  Justin Hall and Kyle Meyer of Moore Engineering, Inc. and Deputy Joe Hedin were also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve the September minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $173.87; Inter-Community Telephone - $51.92; Page Oil - $93.98; Payroll Taxes - $206.16; Otter Tail Power Co. - $936.99;  Teresa Heidorn (September mowing) - $246.00; Jim Heidorn (City Maintenance, mowing, etc.) - $1,437.75; Cass County Reporter - $26.00; ND League of Cities - $413.00; Farm Plan – $128.99; Fargo Glass & Paint - $96.62; Dacotah Paper - $69.78; Overhead Door Company - $302.30.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,258.00; City of Fargo - $14.00;  Otter Tail Power Company – $63.55; Cass Rural Water Users - $2,562.00; Judy Johnson - $540.30.  Motion by Knott and second by Heidorn to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Deputy Hedin presented his report. There was only one call for service.  He also stated that this would be his last meeting as Deputy Brad Nitschke has moved to Page and would now be the City’s liaison with the Sheriff’s Department.

Justin Hall of Moore Engineering gave an update on the Storm Sewer and Gate Valve Replacement Project and to discuss Street Improvements.  The following items were discussed:
1. Concrete work has been completed but needs to be saw cut.  Hall stated that Bohlman believes that it is ground water in the gate valve near the Park.  Heidorn disagrees and states this needs to be repaired before a freeze.  Moore Engineering will contact Bohlman.
2. Motion by Knott and second by Heidorn to approve Final Inspection and Acceptance.  Final payment contingent on fixing gate valve discussed above.  Motion carried unanimously.
3. Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve Final Balancing Change Order #4 in the amount of a minus $11,297.20.  Motion carried unanimously.
4. Motion by Knott and second by Heidorn to approve Contractor’s Final payment #5 in the amount of $10,772.14.  Motion carried unanimously.

5. Motion by Knott and second by Heidorn to approve Moore Engineering invoice in the amount of $2,000.00.  Motion carried unanimously.

6. Televising of the sanitary sewer was done in 2010.  Moore Engineering will review these tapes to determine what work needs to be done under the streets so this work can be completed before street repairs are done.  Moore Engineering will conduct a Street Inspection as soon as possible and report findings to the Council and prepare an Opinion of Cost.  The cost was $1,460,000 when streets were inspected in 2013.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to authorize Moore Engineering to inspect streets and prepare Opinion of Cost.  Motion carried unanimously.
Heidorn stated that he needs a map showing the forced main to lagoon showing where it turns towards lagoon.  There is some drain tile work being done in the area.  Kyle Meyer stated he would check to see if they had any records of this.

Clean up Week scheduled for this week.  Roll off dumpster arrived on the 9th of October.
The Council stated that the Public Works Supervisor/Maintenance ad and job description should be redone and posted again.

The Council agreed that they have no interest in renting the office space at Quality Bank.

The Auditor was directed by the Council to order replacement Banners and brackets for Morton Avenue.

A representative of the manufacturer of the City Fire Hydrants stopped and visited with the City Auditor and left his card.  He stated that if we have any problems or questions regarding the hydrants to be sure and contact them.  
Heidorn stated that when he exercised the gate valves recently he discovered about four that cannot be turned and/or are filled with sand.  It was discussed that these could perhaps be fixed when streets are done.

The Auditor stated that Steve Petersen of Hunter is willing to consult with the Council regarding the lagoon to make sure it is ready for winter.  Mr. Petersen is licensed in Water and Wastewater.

Heidorn expressed his concern about the Concession Stand bathrooms not being cleaned and the Park Board should also be contacted regarding turning off the water and preparing Concession Stand for winter.

Knott stated that it is not too late to plant trees and would see about getting these ordered right away.

Correspondence was reviewed.  No action taken.

Past due water bills were reviewed.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, November 9, 2015 at 7:00 a.m.
