The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on October 9, 2017 at 7:00 a.m. with Heidorn, Erickson, Bankers and Nitschke present.  Justin Hall of Moore Engineering, Sarah Wear of Ohnstad and Deputy Mortenson and were also present.  Acting Mayor Heidorn opened the meeting and also the Public Hearing on the Assessment Lists for Street Improvement District No. 2016-1 and Water & Sewer Improvement District No. 2016-2.  There was no one present at the Public Hearing to offer any objections to the aforementioned Assessments Lists.  Motion by Erickson and second by Nitschke to confirm the action of the Special Assessment Commission and approve the Assessment Lists for Street Improvement District No. 2016-1 and Water & Sewer Improvement District No. 2016-2.  Motion carried unanimously.  The Public Hearing was then closed and the Council continued with the regular City Council meeting.
The Oath of Office was given to new Council Member Arnold Bankers by Acting Mayor Jim Heidorn.  The Council thanked Bankers for accepting the appointment to the Council to fill seat vacated by resignation of former Mayor Larck and Council President Heidorn being elected to Acting Mayor position by City Council.  Elections will be held in June of 2018 to fill the unexpired terms.

Motion by J. Bankers and second by Nitschke to approve the September minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $98.89; Waste Management (Park) - $95.25; Inter-Community Telephone - $53.30; John Deere Financial - $195.60; Payroll Taxes - $118.88; Otter Tail Power Co. - $757.34; Teresa Heidorn (Labor) - $348.00;  ERCU Visa - $123.19 (Menards - $22.55; Curt’s Lock & Key - $11.69; Page Oil - $28.75; Post Office - $60.20).  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,315.80; Otter Tail Power Company – $95.69; Cass Rural Water Users - $3,364.73; Jim Heidorn (City Maintenance) - $1,020.63; Payroll Taxes - $144.11;  City of Fargo - $14.00;  ERCU Visa - $24.45 (Post Office).  HIGHWAY TAX FUND:  Newman Signs - $227.15; KRB Gravel - $1,750.00.  Motion by Nitschke and second by A. Bankers to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  
The following items were discussed:
1) Deputy Mortenson presented his report. There were 3 calls for service.
2) Justin Hall of Moore Engineering presented an update on the current Street Improvement Project and the Water & Sewer Improvement Project.  All punchlist work has been completed.  Project is on hold until spring when chip and crack sealing will be done.  Contractor’s application for Payment No. 7 has been put on hold pending completion of documentation on Final Payment.  It was also stated that the new culvert at corner of Hanna Avenue and 6th Street needs to be cleaned out as there is an accumulation of sand and dirt from construction.  Hall will contact Contractor to get this done.
Discussion on the use of the funds that will be left in the Contingency Fund was had.  Hall stated that the City can charge an Administrative Fee and this will allow these funds to be used as City deems necessary.  
3) A purchase agreement was reviewed on the purchase of the garage located at 205 2nd Street to be used as the City Shop.  After a lengthy discussion a motion was made by J. Bankers and a second by Nitschke that the City purchase this garage and instructed Mayor Heidorn to execute the Purchase Agreement and return to Seller with a check in the amount of $3,000.00 as earnest money.  Once this purchase has been completed and items moved into the new shop there was discussion of renovating the garage in the Auditorium into a City Office.  Three estimates will be obtained for this renovation.  
4) A. Bankers stated that a resident has inquired whether an alley on his block could be vacated.  After review, it was determined that this alley cannot be vacated as it is a designated fire route with fire hydrants located therein.  A. Bankers will inform resident.
5) J. Bankers stated that she has given Sarah Wear of Ohnstad Twichell some ordinances to review.  Once this review and any revisions made it is hoped to have these ordinances ready for a First Reading by the next Council meeting.

6) The Auditor was directed to contact some waste disposal companies and have some rates to review at the next Council meeting.

7) Past Due water bills were reviewed.

8) Nitschke presented a Rental Agreement for the Page City Auditorium from the Penguins Basketball Team.  The Council approved the waiver of rent to this non-profit group.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, November 13, 2017 at 7:00 a.m.
