Due to a lack of a quorum the regular meeting of the Page City Council scheduled for 6:00 pm on Monday, September 10, 2012 was rescheduled.  The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on September 17, 2012 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Knott, Atkinson, Erickson and Heidorn present.   Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to approve August minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $90.00; Inter-Community Telephone - $49.51; Farm Plan - $332.63; Payroll Taxes - $169.00; Otter Tail Power Co. - $763.77;  M&M Grocery - $6.68; Ihry Insurance - $1,674.00; Display Sales - $1,173.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,201.42;  City of Fargo - $28.00; Payroll Taxes - $513.76;  Otter Tail Power Co. – $65.45; Cass Rural Water Users - $3,886.88;  ND Sewage Pump and Lift Station Service Company - $250.00; USA Blue Book - $459.68. City Sales Tax funds will be used to pay Display Sales for banners and brackets.
Motion by Erickson and second by Atkinson to approve Auditor’s report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Partial Payment No. 5 on the Sanitary Sewer Project was reviewed by the Council and the following action taken:
Motion by Knott and second by Erickson to approve payment to Northern Excavating in the amount of $46,709.70.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Atkinson and second by Knott to approve payment to Moore Engineering in the amount of $5,780.00.  Motion carried unanimously.

The manhole repairs came in at about $10,000 less than estimated.  There will also be approximately another $10,000 left of the grant money.  It was decided to get estimates for fixing the fence at the lagoon and a back-up generator for the lift station.  
The Punton building was discussed.  It was agreed by the Council that a date for the hearing needs to be set soon.  Larck will contact City Attorney and see if this can be resolved right away.

Repairs to Young Avenue (Elevator Road) were discussed.  An estimate was received in the amount of $44,433.25.  Motion by Atkinson and second by Heidorn to pay $25,000 towards these repairs.  $10,000 from the Highway Tax Fund and $15,000 from City Sales Tax.  Motion carried unanimously with Knott abstaining.

The Council discussed the increase notices received from Cass Rural Water Users and Waste Management.  The following actions were taken to adjust water and garbage rates according to the increase notices received.  Motion by Erickson and second by Heidorn to increase the Minimum Water Rate from $30.00 to $32.00 and to increase the excess gallon usage from $4.50 per 1000 gallons to $4.75 per 1000 gallons.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Atkinson and second by Knott to increase the garbage rate from $16.00 to $17.50 per month.  Motion carried unanimously.  These new rates will be effective January 2013.
Atkinson reported that Kelvin is working on separating the well from Rural Water so it can be used for Fire Protection and to take care of the Lagoon as it has gotten very low.  They will keep the Council informed as to the progress of this project.

The Preliminary Budgets for the City and the Park District were reviewed.  The Final Budgets will be adopted at the next Council meeting.

The scheduling of Council Meetings was discussed.  Due to harvest and other scheduling problems, a 7:00 a.m. meeting time was suggested for the October meeting.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to schedule the next Council Meeting for Monday, October 8, 2012 at 7:00 a.m.  Motion carried unanimously.

There will be a hearing on the Special Assessments for the Sewer Project at 5:45 p.m. on October 8, 2012 at the Page City Auditorium.  

Heidorn suggested that the Council start looking into getting estimates for a new tractor as the current tractor is in need of replacement.  

Past due Water Bills were reviewed.  

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular council meeting will be Monday, October 8, 2012, at 7:00 am.
