The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on September 12, 2016 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Knott, Heidorn, Erickson and Bankers present.  Justin Hall of Moore Engineering and two other guests were also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve the August minutes. Motion carried unanimously.
The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

Deputy Spieker was unable to attend this month’s meeting.
Mr. and Mrs. Andel of Page were present at the meeting to discuss their possible purchase of a lot owned by another resident of Page.  They wanted to know if there would be any objection to parking a camper on the lot which they would use off and on during the summer months for family and friends.  They would want to be connected to city water and sewer only during the summer months.  They were advised of the connection fees and other rates.  There is a hydrant on the lot which is connected directly to a water main which would need to be locked or if they wish to use this hydrant, it would need to be metered.  Motion by Jim Heidorn and second by Matt Erickson approving the use of the lot with the following conditions:  proper maintenance of the lot would need to be continued; the camper will not be rented out to any other party and prompt payment of water and sewer bills and any fees resulting from connection to the water and sewer system.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Justin Hall of Moore Engineering updated the Council on the following items:

Motion by Erickson and second by Heidorn to adopt a resolution approving Plans and Specifications for improvements in Street Improvement District No. 2016-1.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Bankers and second by Knott to adopt a resolution directing the City Auditor to advertise for bids for the Street Improvement District No. 2016-1.  Motion carried unanimously.
2) Water & Sewer Improvements – The completed Final Plan-In-Hand was reviewed with Mayor Larck and Council Member Heidorn on September 8th.  Motion by Erickson and second by Heidorn to adopt a resolution approving Plans and Specifications for improvements in Water and Sewer Improvement District No 2016-2.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Knott and second by Bankers to adopt a resolution directing the City Auditor to advertise for bids for the Water and Sewer Improvement District No. 2016-2.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Final Annual Budgets for the City of Page and Page Park District were reviewed and approved by the Council.  Motion by Knott and second by Erickson to adopt the Final Annual Budgets for the City of Page and Page Park District.  Motion carried unanimously.
Heidorn stated that it has become difficult to do proper mosquito control and will become difficult to do proper street cleaning and snow removal due to the many vehicles, boats, campers and trailers parked on some city streets.  The city ordinances will be reviewed regarding parking on city streets and an article will be placed in this month’s newsletter advising residents of the ordinances.
The curb stop has been located on the Kindelspire property and the concrete slab is being removed and replaced around the curb stop at the City’s expense.

Correspondence was reviewed.  No action taken.

Past due water and sewer bills were reviewed.  8 past due notices and 9 disconnect notices will be sent out on September 13th.
