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  Look for large roll-off dumpsters behind the Page City Auditorium.  This is for mattresses, old furniture, toys, clothes, etc.  Unacceptable Materials:  No free liquids of any kind or hazardous material (paint, etc.), asbestos, auto parts, tires, batteries, fluorescent bulbs, major appliances (including microwaves), electronics (tv’s, computers) or yard waste.  Leaves and grass should be taken to compost pile.  Trees and branches can be taken to the City Dumpground.
