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PARKING ORDINANCES REVIEWED

     At the last City Council Meeting there was a discussion regarding the long term parking on city streets of vehicles, campers, boats, trailers, etc. by some residents.  This causes a hindrance to street cleaning, snow removal and mosquito control and also creates a driving hazard in some cases.  
     According to city ordinances, long term parking is not allowed on city streets and any vehicle, camper, boat, trailer, etc. that is parked on a city street at any time MUST be currently licensed and/or registered.  
     Effective immediately any vehicle, camper, boat, trailer, etc. parked on city streets that is not currently licensed and/or registered will be tagged and should be moved within three days or will be towed at the owner’s expense and any expenses involved for storing the towed vehicle, camper, boat, trailer, etc. will also be the owner’s responsibility.  Also, any other vehicle, camper, boat, trailer, etc.  parked on a city street and has not moved from that location for more than one week will be in violation of the long term parking ordinance and will be tagged and should be moved within three days or will be towed at the owner’s expense and any expenses involved for storing the towed vehicle, camper, boat, trailer, etc. will also be the owner’s responsibility.
     The City is also requesting that any item you may have in your yard area that is close to the curb be removed or moved back so it will not hinder snow removal as that time may be fast approaching.

  Look for a large roll-off dumpster behind

This is for mattresses, old furniture, toys, clothes, etc.  Unacceptable Materials:  No free liquids of any kind or hazardous material (paint, etc.), asbestos, auto parts, tires, batteries, fluorescent bulbs, major appliances (including microwaves), electronics (tv’s, computers) or yard waste.
