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    At the September City Council Meeting Arnold Bankers was appointed to the Council by the Page City Council.  Bankers will fill the Council seat which was left vacant by the resignation of Mayor Shane Larck and the Council election of Council President Jim Heidorn as Acting Mayor until June of 2018.  Elections will be held in June of 2018 for two Council members and also to fill the unexpired term of Mayor.  

PARKING ORDINANCES AGAIN REVIEWED

     One year ago parking ordinances were reviewed by the City Council as there had been numerous complaints of long term parking of trailers, campers, boats, etc. on city streets causing a hindrance to street cleaning, snow removal, mosquito control and also creating driving hazards in some cases.  As there still is a problem with this issue we are re-printing the article published in the City newsletter a year ago. 
     “According to city ordinances, long term parking is not allowed on city streets and any vehicle, camper, boat, trailer, etc. that is parked on a city street at any time MUST be currently licensed and/or registered.  
     Effective immediately any vehicle, camper, boat, trailer, etc. parked on city streets that is not currently licensed and/or registered will be tagged and should be moved within three days or will be towed at the owner’s expense and any expenses involved for storing the towed vehicle, camper, boat, trailer, etc. will also be the owner’s responsibility.  Also, any other vehicle, camper, boat, trailer, etc.  parked on a city street and has not moved from that location for more than one week will be in violation of the long term parking ordinance and will be tagged and should be moved within three days or will be towed at the owner’s expense and any expenses involved for storing the towed vehicle, camper, boat, trailer, etc. will also be the owner’s responsibility.
     The City is also requesting that any item you may have in your yard area that is close to the curb be removed or moved back so it will not hinder snow removal as that time may be fast approaching.”
