The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on September 9, 2013 at 8:00 a.m. with Larck, Dahl, Erickson and Heidorn present.  Knott was absent.   Kelvin Mack was also present. Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to approve the August minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $90.96; Inter-Community Telephone - $50.63; Farm Plan - $258.71; Payroll Taxes - $215.00; Otter Tail Power Co. - $620.22; M&M Grocery - $5.33; ERCU Visa - $260.41.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,228.08; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $617.36; Otter Tail Power Co. – $70.26; Cass Rural Water Users - $3,536.00; ND One Call - $3.30; Post Office - $17.65; Arthur Companies - $125.00; Dirt Pro - $6,500.00.
Motion by Erickson and second by Dahl to approve Auditor’s report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Items Discussed:
1) Punton Building – Owner is still emptying the buildings.  There are plans to demolish buildings soon.  
2) Trailer Bids – no bids have been received as yet.
3) Street Repairs – Gravel has been ordered but not received as yet.
4) Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to order Lawn Mower from Galesburg Implement.  Motion carried unanimously.  Erickson stated that EEE, Inc. may be interested in purchasing the old sickle mower although it is in need of about $300.00 in repairs.  After discussion, the Council decided to make the repairs to mower and keep it for now.
5) The meeting date and time for the adoption of the Final Budgets for the City and Park District will be Monday, October 7th at 7 a.m.
6) Motion by Erickson and second by Dahl to re-appoint Frank Klein, Director of Equalization for Cass County Government, as the City Assessor.  Motion carried unanimously.
7) Mayor Larck contacted BNSF about trimming of trees on railroad property as they are obstructing the view to the southeast of the crossing.  We are still waiting for a reply from the Site Manager.
8) It has been a few years since trees have been trimmed that overhang the streets which become a hindrance for snow removal.  There are also some trees that need to be removed.  The Auditor will contact Belling Tree Service to have this done.
9) The BNSF License Contract for the culvert located south of town was again discussed and the reason for this payment is still unclear.  The Council feels this is a natural drain and we should not have to pay for this.  More research will be done in this matter.
10) A resident has approached the Council about possibly taking over his lease on property owned by the railroad.  The lease is $1200/year.  After discussion, it was decided that the Council is not interested in the property at this time.

11)  Recycling was discussed.  Waste Management will be contacted to see what kind of programs they have available for this.

12) Past Due water bills were discussed.

13) The October and November council meetings will be held at 7:00 a.m. due to harvest.

14) Fall Clean up Week is October 6 – October 12.  Roll-off dumpsters will be placed behind the auditorium.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next meeting will be Monday, October 7, 2013 at 7:00 a.m.
